UNDER 8’s FOOTBALL 
In a busy footballing weekend, Bradwell Under 8s played twice 
in three days.  A great game against Bamford with a 0-0 result, 
was followed by a hard game against Tideswell which Bradwell 
won 2 – 1.  Goals were scored by Molly Archer and Sebastian 
Powell-Bradbury.  Both games were played in a great spirit  
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ANNUAL PARISH MEETING�

This was held in the Methodist Schoolroom on April 4th, and 
was attended by five members of the public, County 
Councillor Judith Twigg, and District Councillor Janet 
Goodison.  Parish clerk, Richard Jarman, presented his report 
and financial summary and Council Chairman, Alan Slater, 
reflected on his second year in office.  Questions were asked 
about the level of the parish precept, on-street vehicle 
parking, gritting of minor roads, affordable housing, possible 
use of PC-owned land on Softwater lane for residents car-
parking, and our grant of £625 to the Bowling Club. 
Parish Precept 
It was explained that the precept is particularly high in 
Bradwell because we have two large playing fields to 
maintain, whereas other villages have only one - which is 
usually run by a voluntary organisation. 
Vehicle Parking 
Concern was expressed regarding the increasing problem of 
obstruction of narrow lanes by parked vehicles. We 
understand that Bradwell Fire service will shortly be carrying 
out a survey of all our roads to assess accessibility for 
emergency vehicles. 
Gritting 
It was suggested that there should be an emergency plan for 
gritting minor roads.  The PC does not have the funds nor the 
manpower to arrange this, but if more grit-bins are required 
and there are agreed sites available, we are able to provide 
them. 
Affordable Housing 
The PC was asked what it is doing to help provide affordable 
housing in Bradwell for young families. 
The Clerk reported that the PC had held meetings with 
Northern Counties Housing Association, Nottingham 
Community Housing Association and Derbyshire Dales 
Housing Dept., to discuss their current policies and future 
affordable housing programmes. We have facilitated an open 
day, in the Memorial Hall, with NCHA and the District Council, 
and we will be assisting NCHA in planning a new housing 
needs survey for Bradwell. 
Softwater Lane Car Park? 
The costs of construction, maintenance and supervision of a 
car-park here are prohibitive. We have previously invited 
applications from potential management committees for this 
purpose but none have been forthcoming. It was agreed that 
we would look at this again and Councillor Twigg offered to 
enquire about possible DCC grant funding and policing. 
Bowling Club Grant 
The PC was asked if the Bowling Club was open to 
membership applications from all residents. The Parish Clerk 
confirmed that this assurance had been given by the club 
when it applied for the grant which was for refurbishment of its

THE ROMANS WERE HERE! 
The Historical Society welcomed Clive Hart who spoke on his 
work of mapping and investigating traces of Roman activity in 
the north of England.  He was able to point out Roman stones 
in the wall of a building by the side of the Methodist Hall – 
probably taken from Anavio – and threw new light on the origins 
of the Grey Ditch and the line of the Roman road beneath 
Bradwell Edge.  He also detailed work being done on the 
Antonine and Hadrian’s Wall, including the reconstruction of 
buildings at the military depot on the Tyne at Corbridge.   
New members are welcome to attend our regular monthly 
meetings.   
Bradwell Historical  Society has applied to the Local Heritage 
Initiative fund for a grant to cover the cost of our planned book 
covering the last hundred years in Bradwell.  If we are 
successful, we hope to give a copy to every household in the 
village.

Following the business meeting on Weds 12th April, during 
which discussions took place in connection with events and 
celebrations to mark the Queen's 80th birthday, the forthcom-
ing Resolutions meeting (10 May), the visit to Branston WI and 
the Cycle Cuba event to be held by Rebellion Knoll members 
on 11 June - Lynda Cliffe introduced our speaker for the eve-
ning - PC Ian McGregor of Derbyshire Constabulary.  PC 
McGregor is one of a team of beat bobbies in Bradwell�� � He 
gave a knowledgeable and informative talk which was at 
times humorous and light-hearted but most undoubtedly seri-
ous relating to crimes such as burglary, opportunist crime, dis-
traction crime, vandalism, nuisance issues and drug problems 
not only within the village of Bradwell but also the surrounding 
villages and areas within the Hope Valley.  Points of discussion 
related especially to the prevention of crime where PC 
McGregor demonstrated simple methods to protect ourselves, 
homes and children from distraction/opportunist and doorstep 
crime.  Auto crime was the most reported issue in our area, not 
only to residents' vehicles but also for tourists who return to  
their vehicles to find them damaged and/or items stolen.   Hints 
and tips were also given to prevent break-ins, burglaries and 
theft when people were absent from their homes. Members 
were also informed of the behaviour patterns of people under 
the influence of drugs and the differing modes of behaviour that 
each different drug produces.  Most of all he encouraged mem-
bers to report anything suspicious no matter how trivial. A 
crime prevention and information pack was handed to each 
member at the end of the evening.   A very enjoyable evening, 
albeit at times serious, was had by all.  A vote of thanks was 
given by Lynn Lawless (Secretary) and everyone left the meet-
ing feeling confidently reassured.   May we as members of 
Rebellion Knoll WI say in the words of Nick Ross from BBC 1's 
series, "Crimewatch": 'Sleep well and don't have night-
mares'.
